To become a soloist at Ignite Dance WA must
demonstrate:

* Consistent attendance and arriving ready to
learn at every class and rehearsal.

* A positive attitude, taking feedback on board,
and always striving to improve.

* Practising choreography and technique at
home, not just relying on class time.

* Showing responsibility by communicating with
teachers, managing their schedule, and being
prepared for extra solo rehearsals.

* Supporting fellow dancers, being respectful,
and representing the Ignite values both on
stage and off.

Soloists go that extra step: they show initiative,
passion, and a willingness to grow, knowing that
their commitment helps them truly shine in the

spotlight.

Soloist private coaching sessions are

available on Friday, Saturday and Sundays.

Fee Structure

At Ignite, our fees are simple, transparent, and designed to support your
dancer’s journey. Each option reflects the quality, care, and opportunities we
provide, and all fees include concert costuming to keep things easy and stress-

free for families.

To keep things simple and consistent for our families, all Ignite accounts are paid via Direct

Debit using your nominated credit card or bank account. Payments are processed through

our secure Direct Debit provider and will be debited on your chosen day, on a fortnightly

basis.

There are 21 equal fortnightly payments across the 2026 dance year. Because your fees

secure your dancer’s place in class, payments are required regardless of attendance,

including illness, casual absences, or public holidays.
